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Object: Technical Skills, Basic Simulation and Advanced Simulation courses for Medical Students.
Technical Skills, Basic and Advanced Simulation courses will be organized as follows:

1st Module: Technical Skills: 3 training steps to provide basic or advanced Technical Skills:

a) STEP 1 - Peripheral Venous Access, Arterial Blood Gas Analysis and Intraosseous Access;
b) STEP 2  -  Basic and Intermediate Airway Management: ventilation with self-expanding balloon, use of extraglottic devices;
c) STEP 3 - Physical examination on the Simulator: pupil exam, Glasgow Coma Scale, OPACS, Palpation and evaluation of the abdomen, Cardiac auscultation, ECG Monitoring with 3 to 5 and 12 leads, Blood Pressure Monitoring and peripheal saturation of O2 with Pulse-ox
2nd Module: Basic Simulation
a) BLSD: Basic Life Support and Defibrillation Course to enable each student to gain competency in both delivery of BLS and use of an AED.
b) PBLSD: Pediatric Basic Life Support and Defibrillation Course to enable each student to gain competency on pediatric management
3rd Module: Advanced Simulation
Students experiences in simulated clinical situations, punctuated with debriefings supported by videotaped scenarios. These debriefings with our skilled instructors are the core of the learning experience. They encourage an open and motivational discussion of performance and error, instilling the principles of teamwork in participants’ approaches to healthcare. CMS’ learning model is based on the widely-accepted Crisis Resource Management (CRM) principles.
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
